Wilbur P. Schmidt, age 82 of Hamel, IL, died Wednesday, August 01, 2012, at
Saint Louis University Hospital in Saint Louis, MO.

He
retired in 1982. He enjoyed bowling and searching for Indian artifacts. He
loved carving wood. He had carved the Paschal Candle Stand for St. Paul
Church (in memory of Wilbur Behrhorst) and four Processional Crosses and
four Torch Stands for St. Paul Church and for three other churches in the



area. He showed and spoke about his Indian artifacts at schools and nursing
homes.
